Mackenzie. The exhibition, titled “Dreaming is Easy,” will be the artist’s second one person
exhibition at POVevolving. Her new work is just as seamless in its craft and similar in its
aesthetic, however, the work has slowly become interwoven with intricate typography...

sometimes direct, other times quite hidden... each piece in this current show leave much
to be discovered...

“ The phrases in these collages are multi-tiered and double-sided; intended to reflect a sort of
personal and societal inertia of mind and lifestyle, both in the sense of being frozen, and moving too
fast in a direction to change course. [ wanted them to be about states of mind and being, in terms of
personal and global events, things that happen on a day-to-day basis and things that happen over the
courses of our lives. They re about the decisions we make, and the twists of fate we encounter. They
are intended to reflect the multifaceted moments of joy and anxiety, nostalgia and anticipation, which

are part of being alive. I wanted them to be open to interpretation as either uplifting, or melancholy.

Disguising these messages as strangely grafted, twisted plantlife works for me in the sense that, the
themes I'm addressing are composed of so many different elements, moments, feelings, and phases of
life will shift, grow, die, be confusing, complicated, intangible, and difficult to put into words, along
with our memories of them and the events connected to them. Creating the phrases as landscapes, or

specimens of wildlife, was sort of like isolating an aspect of our internal environments.

[ see them essentially as simulacrum of things that sometimes have no real shape.”

In the project room of the gallery we present the drawings of Ryan T. Christian.

Ryan’s drawings are super dense & highly patterned.... it often feels like something bad or
dark or creepy is going on... but then there’s fragmented pieces of playful characters that
threaten to come out of the darkness and some how keep them lighthearted... a recent
clipping from his FecalFace.com interview gives an idea of his process:

“I use graphite mainly, but I'm starting to invite metallic spray paints and gouache to the party.
Cotton balls and q tips, tape, swearing. I stare at works way too long, to the point where it has been
some time since I have thought about what I am looking at. I pretty much just begin at some point on
the surface and start responding to the marks over and over, hoping I'll slip into the "zone". It is neat
though, there are some definite subconscious patterns that are starting to become apparent to me
even though it feels random. I'm figuring out ways to fight that or at least change it. I'm prone to get
mad at a drawing and completely black it out and start over right on top of it.”

This is a show to make it out to... it also happens to open on the Quarterly ‘Chinatown Art
Night’ ... so its sure to be a great time.
